Print out the printable page onto white copy paper. 

 

Printing Notes: Make sure you look below to see exactly which pages you want to print out and then go to the top of the PDF file 

and click the word file, then the word print, then go to pages to print and put in the number of the page or pages you want to print 

such as 3 or 3-4, this will print out page 3 or pages 3 and 4. Put in the page number or numbers you want to print out, that way you 

don’t waste ink and paper by printing out this page or other pages you don’t want printed.

All the pages have been combined into file, before printing be sure to look to see which pages need to be printed onto copy paper 

versus cardstock paper. 

 

If you know the children will be handling the page a lot then you want to print onto cardstock paper, such as printable matching 

games. 

 

Most worksheets will be copy paper. 

 

To make pages more durable you can cover the page with clear contact paper, laminate or put into a plastic sheet protector and 

tape it closed to make it sturdy. 
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You will need: white copy paper, one sheet per child and a crayon, marker or thick pencil per child 

Directions: Print out the letter F is for fish page onto copy paper, you will need one page per child.  

Activity: Have the children trace the word fish at the top of the page with a crayon, marker or thick pencil. 

Then have the children find the letter F at the bottom of the page and have the children circle them, put a circle sticker on them or dot 

them with a paint dauber 

To begin teacher will pass out each child the letter F is for fish page. She will point to the letter F on the page and ask the children if they 

know what letter that is and then she will ask them to look at their paper and locate the fish on their paper.  

Next, have them look at the word fish underneath, ask the children to point at the letter f in the word fish, then ask the children who 

knows what the next letter is? It’s an i, who knows what letter comes after the i, yes, it’s an s, what is the last letter? Yes, it’s an h.  

Does anyone know what these letters spell? Look at the picture above, now do you know what the letters spell, yes the letters spell the 

word fish.  

Teacher will need to pass out the crayons, markers or thick pencils to the children and have them trace the letters.  

When they are done tracing the word fish, teacher will have the children look at their papers again and find the letters at the bottom of 

the page, she will have them find the first letter f that is circled and point to it. Next, she will have all the children continue to look in 

that row to see if they can find another f, as they find the letters have them point to them and teacher can look over to make sure they 

are actually pointing at the letter f. Once everyone has the hang of pointing out the letter f's teacher will have them begin to circle the 

F’s.  

Teacher will pass out crayons, markers or thick pencils and have the children circle the F’s on the page, or teacher can pass out circle 

stickers and have the children place these onto the F’s or she will give them paint or bingo daubers to go through and dab either letter F 

that they find in each row.
